Governor Focus

Ofsted's consultation on the new Education Inspection Framework was launched on 16 January by Her Maj-
esty’s chief inspector, Amanda Spielman.The proposals will affect how Ofsted inspects schools and early
years settings. The revised framework has a stronger focus on whether pupils are being taught a broad cur-
riculum, rather than concentrating so heavily on performance data, and also includes for the first time a sep-
arate judgement for behaviour. Although_Ofsted are currently seeking views on the proposals before the
final inspection framework is published in summer 2019, staff and governors at Woodloes are already con-
sidering what the changes could mean and are reviewing the current curriculum. As with most things it is
important to plan for the future rather than being taken by surprise!
