Dear Parent/Carer,

At Woodloes Primary School, we continue to recognise and understand the importance of developing and maintaining strong home and school links, and value your continued support with this.  Therefore, we were delighted to hear that the feedback from the summer term governor parent questionnaire was overwhelmingly positive and would like to thank everyone who responded to this.  
As a reflective and responsive primary school, we use the feedback we receive from all members of the school community throughout the academic year to review and strengthen our procedures and practice.  We were pleased to hear that you found the information given in the termly reports useful, but are responding to the fact that you would like us to vary the day of the week on which the termly report evening is held.  In response to this feedback, we would also like to clarify the terminology we are using to communicate different curriculum and assessment events with you:
Year group curriculum evenings (all year groups):  These will be held after school at the start of the autumn term, and will give parents and carers the opportunity to meet their child’s/children’s teacher and year group team.  They will also provide valuable information about the year group curriculum, expectations and routines.

Subject specific class visits (Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6):  These will have a curriculum focus (during the autumn term this was maths) and give parents and carers the chance to see and work with their child/children during a lesson.  As these provide you with the opportunity to see teaching and learning, they will be held during the school day.
Stay and play sessions (Saplings and Reception):  These will be held during the school day throughout the year.  The sessions will provide parents and carers with the opportunity to work and play with their child/children within their class environment.
Termly report evenings (all year groups):  During these evenings, which will be held after school, parents/carers will receive a termly report and have the opportunity to look at their child’s/children’s work.  Teaching staff will be available to share and discuss children’s attainment, progress and attitude towards their learning; arrangements have been made to enable these conversations to take place privately if required. 
Year group assemblies (all year groups):  Parents/carers will be invited to experience their child’s/children’s curriculum during an annual year group assembly.  These will generally be held at the start of the school day.

As the autumn term is well under way, some of these events have already taken place; we hope that those of you who were able to attend found them a valuable insight into the teaching and learning being experienced by your child/children.  On Monday 9th December (between 4.00pm until 7.00pm at a time convenient to you), as indicated on the termly planner, we hope that you will be able to join us to share and discuss your child’s/children’s attainment and progress so far this academic year at our termly report evening.  During these, please remember to ask your child’s/children’s class teacher if you would like a conversation in private; rooms will be available to facilitate this.

Thank you once again for your ongoing support, and we look forward to seeing you at our termly report evening on Monday 9th December.
